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The Department of Social Development West Rand Region is currently running two 
outreach programs, one being a registration campaign for all unregistered ECD 
Centres in West Rand Region.  This registration campaign is in line with the 
National Minister’s call for the accelerating of the development registration and 
funding of qualifying ECD Centres. 
 
The National Department of Social Services is leading a registration drive for 
crèche or daycare owners or managers to register their centres under the Child 
Care Act. 
 
The Act makes provision for the registration of all facilities were children age 0 – 18 
are cared for on a temporary or permanent basis away from their parents.  Such 
facilities include Children’s Home, Foster Care Placement, Shelters, Places of 
Safety as well as Early Childhood Development (crèches/nursery schools). 
 
There are approximately 300 unregistered ECDs operating in West Rand Region. 
 
The Department of Social Development is the lead Department to manage the 
registration of the ECD sites, as well as to provide a subsidy for those children who 
require it. The subsidy is currently R9 per child per day.  

The subsidy is used to provide care (physical care, support systems; day time 
nutrition), pay for approved personnel, provide an educational programme, and 
other overhead expenses (furniture, equipment, educational material and 
maintenance). 

However, the department’s role is not only limited to monitoring and evaluation of 
ECD centres, but also to providing assistance to those centres that do not meet the 
requirements for registration, to bring their facilities up to standard. 

 
 
 
 
The Department of Social Development: West Rand Region kick started the 
campaign on 29 October 2007 in Kagiso.  Subsequent campaigns are to run on 31 
October 2007 in Mohlakeng and 01 November 2007 in Munsieville.
